The honor guard works hard to include the 13 folds each and every time the

American flag is folded. Unfortunately, most people do not notice these folds
and, even if they do, then they most likely do not know why the thirteen

folds are important. Here are the 13 reasons why the folds are important and

what they mean:

1%'fold i symbolizes life
2"fold i symbolizes belief in eternal life

3“fold i honors and remembers veterans who have departed from our ranks

4" fold i represents our weaker nature when we turn to God

5" fold i represents tribute to our country

6" fold i represents where our hearts lie in allegiance to the United States

7" fold i signifies tribute to the armed forces

8" fold i signifies tribute to one who entered the valley of shadow of death and to honor mothers

9" fold i represents tribute to womanhood
10" fold i exemplifies tribute to the father

11" fold 7 represents lower portion of the seal of King David and King Solomon

12" fold i represents the emblem of eternity and glori-

fies the Holy Trinity

13"fold i completes the folded flag; stars remind of
nati onal motto (Al n God We

just to the flag itself. Once the flag is completely folded
and tucked in, it represents the cocked hat, which is a
reminder of the soldiers, past and present, who serve this
great country. So next time you see the flag being
folded, take the time to think of these thirteen folds as
well as the soldiers who made this country possible.
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American Legion Mountaineer Boys State Flag Etiquette Protocol
(Adopted 2002)

I. The following is adopted for use by Counselors, Citizens, and Staff or Boys State:

A. Flag raising or lowering ceremony

1.When in formatiori salute upon order from commander.
a. Salute to hat brim if covered
b. Salute over heart if uncovered
2.When out of formatioin salute while flag is being raised or lowered on the halyard.

B. When the colors are being posted
1. If indoors

a. Stand at attention when color guard enters room and proceeds forward
b. Salute with hand or cover over heart when color guard posts the colors, maintain salute until
color guard has left the room or until ordered to drop salute

2. If outdoors, within hearing distance

a. Stand at attention when color guard enters room and proceeds forward
b. Salute with hand or cover over heart or to hat brim when color guard posts the colors, maintain
until color guard has left the room or until ordered to drop salute

C. During national anthem

1. If indoors, salute with hand or cover over heart

2. If outdoors, within hearing distance
a. Salute to hat brim if covered
b. Salute with hand or cover over heart
D. During the Pledge of Allegiance

1. If indoors salute with hand or cover over heart while reciting the Pledge of Allegiance
2. If outdoors, salute with hand or cover over heart or to hat brim while reciting the Pledltggi@ince
E. When the colors are being presented in a procession
1. When in formation, detail leader salutes while detail remains at attention

2. When out of formation
a. Salute to hat brim when covered

b. Salute over heart when uncovered
c. Stand at attention if out of uniform
